3.  Read Numbers 23:19
  
What do you conclude from this verse about what happened to Adam the day he sinned?

 

4.  Read Romans 5:12-14
  
According to these verses, what was the consequence to Adam’s race as a result of
  Adam’s sin?

 

5.  Read Romans 3:10-20 and James 2:10
  
Can any man born of Adam’s race live a life "good enough" to be accepted by God, and thus be acquitted from the penalty of Adam’s sin and their own sin?
  
What then is the purpose of God’s Law?
  
Have you kept the whole of God’s Law?  If not, what does God say is your condition?  (read James 2:10)  What is the condition of every man?
