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1. Read Titus 2:3-5.  There are seven specific things in these verses that the Christian wife/mother is told to do.  List these seven things below.  (First one is given)

a. Love their husbands

If the Christian wife and mother do not obey God in these things, what is said to be the result?  What does it mean?

2. Alongside the seven things listed above, write at least one way that you will purpose in your heart to practically put this in practice this week.

3. Read Ephesians 5:1-2.   What do you think is meant by the phrase “walk in love”?  See 1 Corinthians 13.

4. The Christian is to love others (especially the husband and children) with the same kind of love that Jesus Christ loved us.  Remember the love of God is expressed through giving of ones self to another for their sake, not getting the other person to serve our needs.  How 1 John 4:7-9 describe this love?

5. Remember that Biblical love is not to be based upon our emotions, circumstances or our response of others.  We are to love others (especially our spouse and children) in obedience to the Lord and in response to His love for us.  Remember that God does not command that we “feel” like loving, but rather He commands us to think, speak, and act in a loving manner even if others do not.  Read 1 John 3:23-24

6. When we demonstrate this kind of love to others, what assurance does this give to us according to the above verses?
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
