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Essential Issues Worksheet —Ultimate Questions by John Blanchard

This week’s homework assignment is a Bible study in conjunction with the booklet, Ultimate Questions by John Blanchard.  This assignment is designed to help you think through the ultimate issues in every person’s life.

Please set aside a minimum of 30 minutes per day to work through the assignment, one day at a time.  You will need time to thoughtfully compete each day’s assignment, so do not work ahead.  Please write out (on a separate sheet) your answers and bring them to your next counseling session.

Day One:

If reading from the Ultimate Questions booklet read pages 3-5 or if reading Ultimate Questions off the web, read Table of Content #1, and the selected passages from the Bible to answer the following questions.

1. Philosophers tell us that there are 4 basic questions of life: Origin, Meaning, Mortality, and Destiny.  Every man seeks, in one way or another, to find the answers to these important questions.  However, there is a greater question, an “ultimate question”.  What is the ultimate question in life? (page 3)

2. In your Bible, read Genesis 1:1-27.  What answer does the Bible give for the philosophical question of man’s origin?
Day Two

If reading from the Ultimate Questions booklet read pages 6-7 or if reading Ultimate Questions off the web, read Table of Content #2.   Read Romans 1:19-21

1. The verses in Romans tell us that the “creation of the world shows the invisible attributes of God” which are clearly seen.  What are the “invisible” attributes of God that you can “see” and know as you meditate on the visible creation around you?  List as many as you can think of.  
2. The Bible claims to be the very Word of God (2 Timothy 3:16).  Therefore, it is true and authoritative in all that it says.  Why is it essential to have an objective, unchanging standard of truth?

3. How could a person determine a standard of right/wrong (mortality) apart from an authoritative, objective, unchanging standard?  What are the implications of this?

4. Has any expert in any field been able to disprove a single statement in the Bible since it was written over 2,000 years ago?
Day Three

The foundation of all true knowledge of God must be a clear mental apprehension of who God is and what God is like (His attributes) as revealed in the Bible.

If reading from the Ultimate Questions booklet read pages 8-11 or if reading Ultimate Questions off the web, read Table of Content #3.
1. List at 10 attributes of God (there are many more).  Write a brief summary of the meaning of each.

2. Read 2 Peter 1:3 how does this verse say that we come to know things that pertain to life and godliness?

Day Four:

If reading from the Ultimate Questions booklet read pages 12-13 or if reading Ultimate Questions off the web, read Table of Content #4.
These pages deal with the question of Meaning.  Read also, Genesis 1:26-31 and Genesis 2:15.
1. What does it mean to be created in the “image” of someone?  Man was created in the image of ________________________________.

2. What was the purpose of man?  What was he told to be doing?

3. Read Genesis 2:16-17, what consequences did God give man for disobedience to God’s command?

If reading from the Ultimate Questions booklet read pages 14-15 or if reading Ultimate Questions off the web, read Table of Content #5.
1. Read Romans 5:12, what is the evidence that Adam’s sin passed upon the whole human race?
Day Five:

If reading from the Ultimate Questions booklet read pages 16-19 or if reading Ultimate Questions off the web, read Table of Content #6 and #7.
1. Why does every man sin?

2. Why can no man claim to be pure of heart?

3. Why does God have to judge and punish every sin of man?  In other words, what would God’s character be like if He didn’t punish sin?

4. Read James 2:10, Have you personally perfectly kept all God’s commandments?
5. What does this verse day is true of the person who had broken only one?

6. Read Romans 3:10-20, is any man able to stand before God’s judgment?
Day Six

If reading from the Ultimate Questions booklet read pages 20-21 or if reading Ultimate Questions off the web, read Table of Content #8.
1. Why is it impossible for man to make himself acceptable to God by performing “religious” acts or duties, joining a church, being baptized, or doing any other religious work?

If reading from the Ultimate Questions booklet read pages 22-25 or if reading Ultimate Questions off the web, read Table of Content #9 -#12.
2. Read Romans 3:21-28, write out your understanding of God’s remedy for man’s sin and how does this apply to you, personally?

3. What does it mean to “repent” of ones’ sin?

4. What does the Bible say a person must do to become right with God, or forgiven of their sins? (see Romans 10:9)

5. Do you have personal relationship with the God of the Bible and if so, what is the basis of that relationship?  In other words, what is your answer to the final philosophical question, your personal destiny?  What is your source of authority for you answer?
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
